ASK Students

Imagine being told that you were not allowed to believe in God or in something
special to you. You could not pray, worship, or even talk about something important
in your life. If you were caught doing any of these things, you would get in serious
trouble.

TELL Students

The Pilgrims were in a similar situation. Pilgrims were early settlers who traveled
from Europe to North America on a ship called the Mayflower. The Mayflower is
the ship the Pilgrims boarded for their historic voyage across the Atlantic Ocean.
The Pilgrims wanted to worship God a certain way, but the king forced them to
only worship God his way. The king even punished people for trying to live out
their faith in their own way. This made the Pilgrims want to leave their home and
move to a whole new place where they could worship God however they wanted
to.

They
thought it was corrupt and did not like what it was teaching. If a British citizen did not
attend the Church of England, they were punished. Those who worshiped separately and
in secret were persecuted. Persecuted means mistreated due to religious beliefs. Let's
watch a Learn More With Liberty video to learn more!

Since the Pilgrims were not allowed to practice their faith freely, they fled England. They
set out to find a place where they could worship God the way they wanted to. The
Pilgrims had faith that God would guide them down the path He wanted them to take. In
1608, before coming to America, they first left England and traveled to the Netherlands.
Although the Pilgrims had religious freedom in the Netherlands, life was not easy and
they were not happy. After more than ten years in the Netherlands, some of the Pilgrims
decided to move again. They were still looking for a place where they could live well and
worship freely. In 1620, the Pilgrims boarded the Mayflower and set off for the New
World.

The Pilgrims were committed to their
faith even though the New World brought challenges that tested this faith each and
every day.
